Chaplain’s Message - The Sacred Heart of Jesus and Blessed Michael McGivney

June is the month of the Sacred Heart. And, Blessed Michael McGivney was known to have a tender devotion to the
Sacred Heart of Jesus. Growing up, in his childhood such a devotion to the Sacred Heart was encouraged. I'd even say
that this devotion was formative in his Catholic life as well as his vocation. As we know, Christ’ heart was pierced
through His on the Cross and thus as a symbol of a love that conquers sin and transcends death, the symbol of the One
who loved us to the end. McGivney lived this expression of Christ’s love and devotion in various ways, most especially in
action. through mercy, compassion and charity.

The Church, born from the pierced heart of Jesus, has a mission in the world to proclaim the redeeming love of God in
Christ. This is a great mission in which McGivney’s founding of the Knights of Columbus has proved. As we know, much
mercy was needed at the end of the 19th century.
