To all my Brother Knights, Columbiettes, Squires & Scouts, 

I, (a 52 year member of our Order), not only weleome but congratulate all the new members of St. John's Council #1345, one of the best Councils 
in the State of New Jersey.

In those 31 days, you and I will continue to climb that Mystic 
Mountain of Holiness and pray that all young, middle age, and old make a Successful Journey and Become the Easter people that Christ suffered and 
died for. With Christ, you can hear more Holy Masses, say more Holy Rosaries and read more Scripture.
