November, the Month of the Holy Souls

The Catholic Church sets aside November as the Month of the Holy Souls in Purgatory — those who died in
grace but who failed in this life to make satisfaction for all their sins.

The strong
winds from the storm broke the halyard and the flag fell
and was tangled in the rope in a bush. The 30 foot flag
pole, installed in 1967 as a donation from Fourth Degree
Bishop O’Connor Assembly #647, is designed to tilt for
repairs and maintenance. However, a number of large
shrubs grew around the base and made this impossible. St.
John’s Council #1345 reached out and coordinated the
repair with the assistance of the Tenafly Fire Department.
